General Description of the Job:

Repair, maintain, and overhaul automobiles, buses, trucks, and other automotive vehicles.
Essential Functions of the Job:
This position will repair, maintain, and overhaul automobiles, buses, trucks, and other automotive vehicles. Examines vehicle and discusses with customer or Service Manager nature and extent of damage or malfunction. Plans work procedure using charts, technical manuals, and experience. Raises vehicle, using hydraulic jack or hoist, to gain access to mechanical units bolted to underside of vehicle. Removes unit, such as starter, muffler, transmission, differential or engine, using wrenches and hoist. Disassembles unit and inspects parts for wear and tear using micrometers, calipers, and thickness gauges. Repairs or replaces parts, such as pistons, rods, distributors, starters, and pumps. Rewires ignition system, lights, and instrument panel. Realigns and adjusts brakes, aligns front end, repairs or replaces shock absorbers, and solders leaks in radiator. Changes oil and filters, replaces and adjusts headlights, and installs and repairs accessories such as radios, heaters, mirrors, mud flaps, grille guards, running boards, and windshield wipers. May also install lift kits and perform window tinting. Works upon both gasoline and diesel engines. Marginal job duties include keeping work area clean and organized.
