General Description of the Job:

Drives semi-truck with trailer to pick up and deliver goods intrastate, interstate, and internationally (Canada).
Essential Functions of the Job:
Drives truck to destination, applying knowledge of commercial driving regulations and skill in maneuvering vehicle in difficult situations, usually over long distances. Maneuvers truck into loading and unloading positions. Follows signals from loading crew as needed. Secures load to trailer using straps and tarps. Drives truck to weigh station before and after loading, and along route to document weight and conform to state regulations. Maintains driver log according to ICC regulations. Inspects truck before and after trip and submits report. Reads bill of lading to determine assignment. May chain up tires in inclement weather.
